c. A bond of unity developed / strengthened while at camp – unity that 

abolishes all cliques and man-made boundaries

6. Our testimony, witness, example –  

a. May we represent Christ and this local church well through word and 

action (traveling stops, interactions, the way we carry ourselves, 

respect our leaders, love one another)

8. Family Group sessions  --  

a. humility, boldness, openness/vulnerability, not a critical spirit but a

showmanship, etc.)   May the Spirit move greatly among us! 

 

10. Worship in the Word (Preaching) –  

a. Attentiveness to the Word, stamina, the Power of the Spirit to grant 

understanding and strength/boldness to apply (whether that entails 

repentance, change, implementation, etc.)
