REFORM TEACHING SCHEDULE (Wednesday nights) 

 

Our students arrived home from camp with a heightened appreciation 

and hunger for the Old Testament.  For this reason (as well as many more) 

SM will be spending the Fall diving into this often neglected portion of 

Scripture.  One of the main ambitions here will be to give the students a big 

picture of redemptive history—allowing them to see God’s hand as it has 

worked in the past—informing them of how God’s hand is at work in the 

present—and having anticipation as to the ways He will work in the future.   

 

Our aim will be to run through the Bible in 14 weeks.  A help to us 

during this time will be D.A. Carson’s book, The God Who is There: Finding 

Your Place in God’s Story.  Each week we will focus on one or more passages 

from the Bible, unpack it a little, and observe those connections within the 

context which ultimately converge together in Jesus.  In the end, we hope to 

have a bigger view of God and a greater love for our Savior.
